its delivered and

hether the plans and specifications are 
adhered to, as w

ell as to the inspection of 
existing structures w

hen the enforcem

to cause any structure to be evacuated

PROCEDURE TO BE FOLLOW
ED BY THE DIRECTOR 

W
henever the D

irector verifies that the provisions of the 
present By-Law

 have not been com
plied w

ith , he shall im
m

ediately notify 
in w

riting the ow
ner or his agent, representative or em

ployee. 

W
here the failure to com

ply relates to a structure under 
construction or a prohibited occupancy, such construction or occupancy- 
shall cease im

m
ediately upon receipt of the said notice, and shall not 

.L
 

begin again until the provisions of the By-Law
 are com

plied w
ith In all 

other cases, the notice shall allow
 a period of ten (1 0) days to com

ply 
w

ith the By-Law
. 

Failure to com
ply w

ith the notice of the D
irector shall 

constitute an infringem
ent of this By-Law

 and shall expose the 
contravening party to the penalties set forth in this By-Law

. 

RIGHT OF ENTRY 

The D
irector or a building inspector under his direction, shall 

have the right, on presentation of proper identification, to visit any 
prem

ises and to enter any building or any construction in course of 
erection, alteration, repair, m

oving or dem
olition, to ascertain that no 

provision of M
unicipal By-Law

s applying thereto is being or has been 
infringed. 

He shall also have the right to enter any building for purposes 
of inspection or w

hen there is reason to believe that the building is in a 
dangerous or faulty condition through fire, accident or other causes, or 
that the building is used for purposes other than those for w

hich it w
as 

designed. 
It shall be unlaw

ful for any person to prevent or obstruct any 
of such officials in or from

 carrying out their official duties under this 
By-Law

.

hen required by the D

irector, any m
aterials used in erection 

or repair, w
hatever they m

ay be, shall be tested to determ
ine their 

character and qua1 i ty. A
ppliances and devices, as w

e1 1 as new
 m

aterials 



and new
 m

odes of construction, m
ay also be subm

itted to tests to 
determ

ine their degree of efficiency. 

The tests shall be m
ade in an approved laboratory and 

certified reports of the tests shall be given to the D
irector. The tests 

shall be conducted at the expense of the m
anufacturers or suppl iers of the 

m
aterials or appliances subm

itted to tests, or at the expense of the ow
ner. 

W
hen the tests show

 that any building m
aterial does not m

eet 
the m

inim
um

 requirem
ents of By-Laws, 

the D
irector m

ay either forbid the 
use or reduce the a1 low

able w
orking stresses of such m

aterials.

ediately altered or repaired to conform

 to 
the requirem

ents of the present By-Law, or shall be dem
olished. 

W
hen the D

irector has given notice in w
riting of a dangerous 

condition, all use or occupancy of the structure or part of structure shall 
cease im

m
ediately, until the requirem

ents of the D
irector have been 

com
plied w

ith. 

If the ow
ner or occupant fails or neglects to com

ply w
ith the 

notice, the D
irector shall report the m

atter im
m

ediately to the Council so 
that the necessary legal proceedings m

ay be taken. The D
irector m

ay a
h

, 
if authorized to do so by Counci I, place guards around the structure, have 
the w

ork required by the notice carried out and have the cost paid by the 
responsible parties. 

If a dangerous or dam
aged structure requires repairs 

exceeding in cost fifty per cent (50%
) of its assessed value, it shall be 

repaired to conform
 to all the requirem

ents of the By-Law
s or it shall be 

dem
ol ished.

In the event that a structure or part of structure, by rezson of 
im

m
ediate danger of collapse, constitutes a certain or im

m
inent danger to 

the life and safety of the public, the D
irector m

ay order the im
m

ediate 



dem
olition of the faulty structure or part of the structure, or he shall 

cause such m
easures as he shall deem

 necessary to be taken to el im
ina te 

the causes of danger and ensure the protection of the public. Such w
ork 

shall be at the expense of the ow
ner. 

If the D
irector is of the opinion that the structure in danger 

of collapse cannot be im
m

ediately dem
o1 ished or rem

oved, he m
ay order 

the im
m

ediate evacuation or closing of the sam
e, until such w

ork as he 
deem

s necessary has been carried out. 

The D
irector m

ay require the assistance of any m
unicipal 

departm
ent w

hen he deem
s its assistance to be necessary to ensure the 

protection of the public.

A certificate of these lines and levels shall be prepared in 
duplicate by the person authorized to do so by the C

ity, and one of these 
copies

shall be delivered to the interested party. 

It shall be the reponsibili ty of the ow
ner to see that pegs, 

stakes and other m
arks of lines and levels set by the person authorized to

ity are kept in place until the building w

orks are com
pleted.
