THAT IT BE ENACTED AND ORDAINED by a
By-Law of the Town Council and it is hereby enacted and

ordained as follows:
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ARTICLE 1, Whencver tho following
words occur in this by-law, they shall, unless the context

otherwise requlres, be understood as follows:

1, BOULEVARD OR MAIN THOROUGHFARE, - Any street or part
of street upon which tramcars run, or designated as
such in the prcsont by-law or whlch may be later on

declared such by the Director of the Police Department.

2, DIRECTOR OF POLICE DEPARTMENT, - The Chilef of Polics

or any person duly authorized to replace him or act on

his behalf,

3. DRIVER.- Any person who,is_ihvactual physical control

of a vehicle or of an animal,

ly, INTERSECTION.- The aros comprised within the prolongation
of the lateral curb lines or, if none, then tho lateral
boundary lines of two or morgstrecets or other public
thoroughlfares which join one another at an angle, whether

or not one’of such streets or other public thoroughfares

crosses the other,

5. INTERSECTION {(Protected).,- Intorscctlion whre the

traffic i3 controlled by a police officer or any device

whatevor,

6, LANE (Private),- Passagcway between bﬁildings or properties
owned by one or more private individuals,

7. LANE (Public).- A narrow passageway between buildings
or properties which belongs %o the Town, or which, through
usage, has become a public thoroughfare,

ONE-WAY STREET,- A stroct or part of street upon which

vehicular trafflc is permitted to move in one direction only,

PARADE (Procession).- A group of twenty (20) porsons or
more marching or walking in a street, or a group of ten

(10) vohiclos or more following one another under a common
loadership,

PARKING, - The act of loaving a vehlclo at a atandstill
on a public thoroughfare for three (3) minutes or moro.
(e) Parallel - Vohicle parked parallel with curb,
Angle - Vehicle parked at an angle with curb,
(c) Nose - Vehicle parked with front at curb,

Backed - Vohicle parked with back at curb,

PUBLIC THOROUGHFARE, -~ Tho aneaicomprising tho roadway
and sidewalks and generally all the space betwoen the

two bullding lines. Are to be considered as public

thoroughfarcs all streets, boulevards, avenues, public

places, public lanes, public passageways and blind alleys,

ROADVAY. - That portion. of a strect or other public
thoroughfaré betwoen tho regular established curb lines

or that part thereof reserved for vehicular traffic,

SIDEWALK. - That portion of a street reserved for the

sole use of pedestrians.

SIGHS, (Official Traffic).- All signs, markings and
devices other than tralffic light signals, not 1n;onsis-
tent with this by-law, placed or erected by authority
of the Director of the Police. Department or any author-
l1zed body, for the purpose of guiding, directing, warn-
ing or regulating traffic.

STOP SIGNAL,- Special slgn or device irdicating, by

symbol or words, that drivers of vehicles must come to

a trmporary stop.

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STREET, - Bvery way set apart for public traffic, in-
cluding footpaths,

TRAFFIC SIGNALS, - All manual signs of police officers,

or mechanical devlices or light signals, not inconsis-

tent with this by-law, placed or erected by authorlty

of tho Director of the Police Department or of any author-
ized body or officlal, for the purpose of directing, warn-
ing or regulating traffic, -

“U" TURN.- A turn made to reverse onc's direction on the

same street. or roadway,

VEHICLE. - Any means of convéyance operated on a public

thoroughfarc, with the exception of vehiclos running on

rails,

VEHICIE (Motor).- A& vehicle propelled by any power other
than muscular power, used for transportation on the streects

.

or other public thoroughfares, but not running on rails,

VELOCIPEDE. - Bicycle, tricycle or other similar device

operated by foot power.

ZONE (Hospital),- A quiet area surrounding a hospital,

ZONE (Safety).- Tho arca or spacc officially set apart
within a roadway for the exclusive usc of pedestrlans and
which is protected or is so marked or indicated by adequate

signs as to be plainly visible, at 211 times, while se%

apart as a safety zono.

ZONE (School).- & protected area surrounding a school,

ARTICIE 2.~ It shall devolve upon tho

Police Department to onforce the proviionsof this by-law and

the Dircctor of the sald Department is empowered to take a1l
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such measures as may be mcossary to lnsure the strict obsor-

vance thereolf, Police officers ars horeby authorized %o direct
all treffic, elther in porson or by means of visible or audible

slgnals, in accordance with the provisions of this by-law,

ARTICLE 3,- The Director of tho Police

Department is empowered to onforce regulations necessary to

make effoctive the provislons of this by-law; he 1is likewise

authorized to make and enforce special regulations and restric-

tions to cover emergoncies or special conditions affecting

vehicular traffic,

ARTICLE L.~ Any person who refuse or falls

to comply with any lawful order, sighal or direction of a police

officer shall be liable %o the penalty hercinaftor proviled,

ARTICLE 5,- Every person propelling any
pusheart or riding a bicyele or riding or driving en animal

upon a roadway, shall be subject Lo the provisions of this by-

lew applicable to the driver of any vehicloe.

ARTICLE 6.~ Every driver of a vehicle or
motor-man of a tramcar ahall be held to conform to the indica-
tlons given by means of the traffic signs or signals put up in

accordance with tho provisions of this by-law, unless otherwi se

directed by a polico officer.

ARTICLE 7- It shall be unlawful for any
person to wilfully deface, injure, move, obétruct or interfere

with any officlal traffic silgn or signal,

ARTICLE B,- The Director of the Police

Dopartment is authorized to close any strect or portion of
street where road works are being carled out and to divert
trafTic, and drivers of vehicles of tramcars shall conform

to the regulations enacted in such cases,
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Movable trestle barriors, lantorns
and printod notices shall bo placed whorovor eny works
necessitating the closing of a strest are being performed, and
alsc at the nearocst strect intcrsecfions, if required, It shall
be unlawful for any person to remove such barriers, lanterns

or notices or cause the same to be romoved.

ARTICIE 9,~ The Director of the Policse
Department is authorized to establish and maintain crosswalks
at all intersections where, in his opinion, pedestrians are
mors exposed to danger than elsevwhere, as well as at all other
places where he may deem it nccesséry, such crossings to be

designated by appropriste devices or. by marks or linss on the

surface of the roadway.

ARTICLE 10.- The driver of a vehicls
emerging from a lane, driveway or building shall stop such
vehicle immediately before driving on to the sidewalk and shell

then set it cautiously in motion and join the flow of traffic

when a suitable oboning offers,

ARTICLE 11,- Whon water, mud or slush
is lying on any stroet, ovory driver shall so reduce the spead

of his vchicle as to prevent splashlg anypcdostrian,

ARTICLE 12,- In school zones, vechicles

must be driven carefully so as to agvoid accldents,

ARTICLE 13.- It shall be unlawful for the

driver of a vehicle to park such vehicle in any of the following
places:

(1) Within twenty-rive (25)

Teat of the curb line of an
intersecting street;

(2) VWithin fifteen (15) foet of a fire hydrant;

(3) In front of & private driveway, or theatrs, or
public assembly hallexit, or in front of a church
or educational establishment ;
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(bt} Within a radius of twenty (20) foet of any street
excavation or obstruction;
(5) Between the nearcs

t intorsection and the sign
indicating the sto

P ostablished by thae Montreal
Transport Commission for its autobus service, or

within thirty (30) feet on oither side of a stop
sign if same is in the middlo of a block;

(6) At the head of "¢ streets,

ARTICLE 1&.- It shall be unlawful for

the driver of a vehicle to stop such vehicle at any of the

following pPlaces, except when necessary to avoid an accident:

(1) Within an intersection;
{(2) On a crosswalk;
(3) On a sidewalk;

(4} At locations whoro

parking is prohibited at peak
hours,

ARTICLE 15.-It shall be unlawful for any

driver to park a vehicle in any public or private lane, except-

ing vehicles that are being loaded or unloaded, but such opera-

tion must be carzied on without interruption,

ARTICLE 16, - In order to facilitate tho

removal of snow, the Director of the Police Department isy

authorized to order speclal storm signs or signals to be
displayeqd, prohibiting the parking of any vehicle,

on eny street while

unatiended,
such signs are being displayed,

It shall also be unlawful

to park any vehicle, unattended, on eny street where special

storm signals op signs prohiﬁiting such parking are dlsplayed,
ARTICLE 17.- It shall be unlawful to park
any vchicle on any street or public place for more than three

(3) hours between 1 o'clock a,m, and 7 o'clock a.m.

ARTICLE 18.- Except at locations where
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parking 13 already prohibited or limited, no- vehicle shall
be parksd on any streot or public place for a poriod longor

then four hours between 7 o!clock a,m, and 8 o'clock p.m,

ARTICLE 19.- No vehicle shall, in any
case, be stopped or parked on any public thoroughfare in such

a mammer as to block or obatruct the movement of other vehicles,

ARTICLE 20, - Excopt when nccessary so to
do in order to comply with traffic regalations or with the
indications of traffic signs or signals, no driver of a vehicle
shall stop or park such vehicle on a roadway otherwise than
parallel with the edge of the roadway, headed in the diregtion
of tfaffi; aﬁd wifh the cﬁrb;side ﬁﬁéeis of the vehiéle within
six (6) inches of the cdge of the roadway,

ARTICLE 21,- It shall bo unlawful for any
person to park upeon a street any vchicle for the purpose of

selling or exchanging tho same.

ARTICLE 22,~ Every polico officer is
authorized to remove or cause to be removed, at the expenso

of the ownsr, any vehicle parked in a prohibited area or in

contravention of any traffic by-law or regulation or for

special roasons,

ARTICIE 23.- It is forbidden to drive
or cause %o be driven, within the Town limits, a commerciel
vehicle of a weight, including the load, oxcesding the pro-

visions of Article LO, chapter 142, R.S,Q. 1941,

ARTICLE 2l.- No building or large and

heavy objects liable to obstruct traffic shall be moved along
or across any streect unless a spccial permit has been obtained

" from the Director of the Police Departmont, who shall designate

the hour at which such movement may take place.,
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ARTICLE 25.- No driver of a vchicle

shall takec anothor dircction or cross fromons side of a

street to tho other except at an interssction,

ARTICLE 26.- No driver of any vehicle

shall back the same unless such movment cen be made in safety

and w 1 thout interfering with fho movement of other vehicles,

ARTICLE 27.- Ho driver of any vehicle
shall drive the samo within any sidewalk srea, oxcept at a

permanent or tomporary drivecway,

ARTICLE 28;- It is forbidden to repeir
any motor vehicle on any strect or public lane and to effect
any change of tires on a main thoroupghfare, unloss it be ut-

terly impossible to push or roll the vechicle elsewherg or to do

otherwise,

ARTICIE29,- It is forbidden to wash

any vehiclec whatscever on a putiic thoroughfare,

ARTICLE 30.~ At every boulevard, street
or other public thoroughfare intersection where there exists
a stop signal, every driver of a vehicle shall temporarily como

to a standstill at the building line boforo crossing or turning

into an intorsecting stroeot.

ARTICLE 31,- Tho Diresctor of the Police

Department is amuthorized to decclerc at any. timd, eny strsct

or part therocof a "play strcet" mdto closo the same to genecral
traflic,

ARTICLE 32,- It shall be unlawful for
any person to play any game of ball, quoifs or other game on

any street, public lnno or other thoroughfare, except on such

streets.or parts thereof, as may have been doclared "play

strests" by the Director of the Police Department under Article

51,
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ARTICLE 33.- It shall bs unlawful for
any person to skate wltlh ico skates or roller skates, or

to slide with a hand-sled, toboggan or other gimilar device

on any roadway or sidowalk,

It shall likcwise bo unlaw-

ful for any porson upon skis o £0 upon any roadway or sidewalk;

ARTICLE 3L.- It shall be unlawful fop
any person riding any blcycle, motorcycle or similar vehicle,
or travelling upon a sled, roller skates, ice skates, skis

toboggan or similar device, to cling to, or attach himself

or his vehicle to an animal a tramcnr orany moving vehicle

on eny street or other public thoroughfare

ARTICLE 35.- It shall be unlawful for
any person to board a vchicle or to attech himself thereto

with e view to stealing a rida.

ARTICLE 36+ Wo parade or procession

hall be hcld without a special permit from the Director of the

Police Dopartment, who shall fix the hour end dotermine the

route of auch parade or procession.

ARTICLE 37.- It shall be unlawful for any

person riding a bicycle or motor-cycle on a street to carry

another person on such bileyele or motor- cycle and 1f shall

also be unlawful for any person to so ride upon any
vehicle,

unless such vehicle be designed to seat moro than

one person.,

ARTICLE 38.- No person shall uss any

bell, or any trumpet, horn, rattlc or other instrument of a

like description on any strect for *ho purpose of calling

attention to his avocation or businoss, or to any show or

pcrformance vhatsoevor, unlsss such person shall have Previocusly
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obtained s written permit to that effect from the Director of
the Police Department.

ARTICLE 40. It shall be unlawful for any

person to transport on any street eny gravel, stone, sand,

dirt, offal, manure, rubbish, lime or other looss materials

or substances in any waggon or other vehicle which is not so

constructed as to prevent the materiels with which it 15 loaded

from dropping, sifting through or in any other manner being

strewn upon such street, nor shall ony person drive on any

street a vehicle containing any of the materials hersin mentionsd,

so pleced on such vehicle as to be liable to fall upon the
roadway,

ARTICLE L1, The owner of an sutomobile

1s responsible for alil infractions of thisg by~-law which are

committed with his sutomobile and is subject to the penalties

mentioned in saigd by-law,

ARTICLE 41} Subject to the provisions

of the Motor Vehicle Act relating to prosecutions, every persgon

offending against any of the proviélohs of this by-law shall
be liable to a fine with or without costs and, in default of
1mmediate payment of said fine with or without costs, as the
cage may be, to an imprisonment, the amount of sailid fine and
the term of sald imprisonment to be fixed by the Recorder's
Court of the Towﬁ of Cote St.Luc, at its discretion; but such
fine shall not exceed forty dollars and the Imprisonment
shall not be for a longer period than sixty days, the said
imprisonment, however, to cease at any time before the
expiration of the term fixed by the said Recorder's Court:
upon payment of the said fine or fine and costs, as the cése
may be, and if the infringement of this by-law Eontinues}
the offender shall be liable to the fine and penalty above

mentioned for each day during which the infringement is

continued.
